Fairhaven Crossing, the formerly empty factory next to the post office on Hawley Street, has become a 40
apartment building that will provide supportive affordable housing. This calls for celebration, not only because
40 more families will no longer have to spend 50-70% of their income on housing or worry about being evict-
ed, but this is also a way to improve the economy. Fairhaven Crossing benefited from the Illinolis Affordable
Housing Tax Credits. Over the last 15 years the state invested $7 million in state tax credits resulting in the
construction or rehabilitation of 18,000 housing units, creating 25,000 jobs and leveraging $3.3 billion in pri-
vate investment. Lake County United is made up of over 21 churches (including St. Mary of Vernon), synagogues, and
mosques, as well as Lake County PADS, Lake County Center for Independent Living, and more.

Local and county officials, along with Governor Rauner and our senators have been invited to hear about the
effort to expand affordable housing, to increase access to mental health resources and to improve the quality of
education. It’s important that they see that many people are involved in this effort to provide affordable places
for working families, disabled, veterans and seniors. Please consider attending this celebration! If you plan
