WANT TO FEEL PROUD OF YOUR PARISH? 
     Easter seems to be a good time to report to the parish how we at Sharing Hands and PADS have spent the money 
you have so generously donated to serve God’s poor. St. Mary of Vernon has heard the gospel mandate very clearly 
and is second to none in the Archdiocese as a builder of the Kingdom on earth through generous outreach. Consider 
these numbers. 
     The Sharing Hands Food Pantry distributes about 10,000 lbs. of food each month. Sixty percent of that food is do-
nated by local merchants  (Jewel, Fresh Market, Mariano’s, Olive Garden, Lovin’ Oven, Prairie City Bakery, Panera & 
Chipotle) and the remaining 40% is purchased with your contributions.  
     The Sharing Hands Furniture Ministry, operating primarily on Saturday mornings, has made over 500 pick ups in 
the past year and a similar number of deliveries ranging from single items to entire households. Your generosity has 
fueled and maintained our truck/van fleet. 
     Our PADS Homeless Shelter has provided over 1500 nights of shelter and 5000 meals to Lake County’s neediest 
population in the past year.  
     If you are looking for a reason to feel proud of your parish, know that these impressive numbers were amassed by 
using 100% volunteer labor and your donations. This is what it means to build the Kingdom on earth. To become more 
involved, call the parish office and you will be referred to the contact person.

Bringing the Gifts to the Altar.   
You are most welcome and encour-
aged to present the gifts at Sunday 
Mass.  Sign up at the Welcome Desk 
in the Narthex.  A minimum of 4 and 
maximum of 8 people are needed to 
present the gifts; but single persons 
as well as families can sign up to 
join in the procession.   Just arrive 
10 minutes early on that day, check 
your name off in the book, and let 
one of the ushers know you are pre-
sent.  They will guide you as to the 
procedure. 
Mass Intentions read during the 
Prayers of the Faithful.  Mass in-
tentions can be reserved at the Nar-
thex desk, or by visiting or calling 
the Parish Office.  At weekday 
Masses and at the 5 pm and 7:45 am 
Masses, only one intention is al-
lowed (although names of related 
family members can count as one 
intention).  At the 9:30 am and 11:15 
am Masses, we can reserve  more 
than one intention.  We request a $10 
stipend. 
Votive Candles (on the east side of 
the sanctuary) may be reserved at 
the Narthex desk or at the parish 
office during the week.  Candles 
last @ six days, and are changed on 
Saturday mornings.  The donation is 
$5.
